The first IndePakistanivar begins over the disputed territory of Kashmir, a Musiiajority territory

whose leader chose to be part of India rather than Pakistan at partition. The war ends on January 1,
1949, with a ceaséire arranged by the United Nations, which recommendsdotia and Pakistan hold

a referendum in Kashmir. A ceafie line, known as the Line of Control (LOC), is established with a UN
peacekeeping force to monitor it. The referendum is never held, however. To the west of the LOC,
Pakistan controls roughly erthird of Kashmir.

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1948, Prime Minister Liaquat Ali Khamssassinated in 1951. His death paves the way for the military to

assert itself in the country's political affairs. A pattern of political violence, repression, and

assassinations continues to prevent the establishment of democracy in the country.

1962: IndeChina War

The presidency of John F. Kennedy and the-@dma War saw the United States reaching outithd

and offering it both military and economic aid. Pakistan, wary of U.S. relations with its archrival, made

its displeasure known. President Kennedy had assured Pakistani President Mohammed Ayub Khan that if

the United States decided to give India naitit aid, he would talk with Khan first. His failure to do so in

November 1962 deeply offended the Pakistani leader.

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Bengali political voice and its demands for autonomy, cracks down in East Pakistan. The U.S.

government, which has been secretly tryitmgopen a dialogue with China with the help of Pakistani

military ruler Yahya Khan, is condemned by Western media for its silence on the bloody crackdown. East
Pakistan attempts to secede, and India intervenes in support of East Pakistan, helping avibagak

become the independent state of Bangladesh. The United States again suspends military aid to Pakistan,

causing resentment among Pakistanis.

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1972: Simla Agreement

In July 1972, Pakistan signs the Simla peace agreement with India. The pact, signed by Indian Prime

Minister Indira Gandhi and Pakistani President Zulfikar Ali Bhutto, arises following the 1971 war

between the twocountries. It seeks to lay down the principles that should govern their future relations.

It also envisages steps to be taken for further normalization of bilateral relations. Most importantly, it
